	Update from County Councillors
· Cllr Birchley confirmed that the finding community has recommended £10,000 towards Franklin Field play Area. This will still need to be signed off
· Coronavirus is on the up and the likelihood is that Bucks will move into Tier 3. There are currently a large number of children currently away from school. Chesham Grammar School is now completely remote learning.

· The Parish Council will be receiving a letter in regards to transport schemes in the parish that the Council would like to promote. Would this include bus services? Currently with the Pandemic and the extra services having been required, this is unlikely but will be something that could be put forward for the future.

· Put in a possible request for ?
· Could this include road signs? This is possible as long as they are compliant. There is a thought to try and stop any HS2 traffic coming through Chartridge.

· There was another request to have a sign and Little Hunridge Lane, the Chartridge end at West Dean Lane. Cllr Birchley suggested contacting Dave Roberts at The Chesham Community Board

	Matters arising
1. Community Boards / Village Forum – Cllr Davies sent the minutes from the Village Forum. Cllr Davies also suggested possibly collating any planning issues that Cllrs may want discussed at the Village Forum. Cllr Corvin raised Bucks Neighbourhood plan. It was then suggested making a list of items the Council may want to see in the Plan. 

	

	
	Matters for Discussion

a) Lockdown/Coronet WhatsApp group – CoroNet group continues its move away from plague support towards improved community cohesion. The Group is hosting an online pantomime on Zoom.
b) Roads / Fly Tipping – Cllr White shared a picture of the damage caused by the bus driver on the verge. The Clerk to contact the bus company making them aware of the damage and asking them to ensure they are not driving on the verge and that there are bespoke waiting points which should be used.

c) Speeding through the village – Cllr White confirmed the data is being sorted. Cllr White to ask if this can be shared with the Council. The MvAS will be put up once Cllr Lherbier has the padlock. Community speedwatch is still on hold due to the county being in Tier 2 and therefore not able to meet to do the training.
d) Dangerous Trees – Cllr Davies confirmed that a tree which had fallen, knocked out the broadband in Pednor. There is a concern about overhanging trees in the parish. It was suggested for each Cllr in their parish to look and identify
e) Franklin Field – As above, Cllr Birchley confirmed that the Community Board has in principle agreed to provide a grant for £10,000.
f) Braid Lane Bridleway – It was confirmed by Bucks Council that due to the winter weather this will be looked at again in the spring
g) The Old Brickworks – The Parish Council have noted that this matter has been brought to its attention and have confirmed that as far as it is aware that neither party are a relation of each other.
h) Web site – Cllr / Resident feedback – The clerk confirmed that no feedback had been received.
i) Parish Sustainability – This item was rolled over to the next Agenda.
j) Superfast Broadband – Cllr Corvin confirmed that he had received the post codes from Cllr Jones, but is still waiting to hear from BT to ascertain which areas are part of the Urban and rural area which receives a grant for broadband. There is an area of Bellingdon which does not qualify in either category. Cllr Corvin establishing which houses fall into this category
